Submission Checklist

The following items are required for an application to be determined to be complete, unless a waiver has been requested and granted.  This checklist is not part of the application form, and may be retained by the applicant.

For a MINOR SUBDIVISION (pp. 5-6):
The SUBDIVISION PLAN, measuring no larger than 24 inches by 36 inches, containing the elements listed below.  One copy on a reproducible, stable-based transparent material and three copies on paper shall be submitted.  The following elements shall be included on the Plan:

· Title Block, with the proposed name of the Subdivision, or identifying title, the name of the town, the date the Plan was prepared, north arrow, graphic map scale, names and address of the 
record owner, subdivider, and individual or company who prepared the Plan.

· A Location Map, showing adjoining and nearby roads and watercourse, preferably on a tax map base.

· A field survey of the boundary lines of the tract, giving complete descriptive data by bearing and distance, made and certified by a professional land surveyor.  The corners of the tract shall be located on the ground and marked by monuments.  Acreage of the tract shall be noted on the Plan.  The Plan shall indicate the type of monument set or found at each corner point.  The Plan shall be drawn at a scale not smaller than 1” = 100’.

· Names and Assessor’s map and lot number of all abutting land owners.

· Proposed lot lines showing bearing and distance of all straight lines, lengths or arcs, chords and radii of any curves, monuments located or to be located on all corners of each lot; and acreage of each lot.

· Contour lines at the interval specified by the Planning Board, showing elevations in relation to Mean Sea Level.

· If any portion of the Subdivision is in a flood‑prone area, the Plan shall show boundaries of any flood hazard area and the 100‑year flood elevation.

· If any portion of the Subdivision is in a shoreland zone, the Plan shall identify and show boundaries of any shoreland zoning districts.

· The Plan must show size, type and location of street lights, electric and telephone lines, sewer and water services and other utilities designed to service the subdivision.

· If on-site waste disposal is proposed, show the location on each lot of the soil test site.

· A signature block titled: “Approved Town of Skowhegan Planning Board” with a date line and seven signature lines.

ATTACHMENTS to the Plan shall include the following documents:

· Verification by the subdivider of right, title or interest in the property.

· A copy of the deed from which the survey was based and a legal description of the property if one is not included in the deed.  A copy of all deed restrictions, easements, right-of-way, or other encumbrances currently affecting the property.

· A copy of any deed restrictions intended to cover all or part of the lots in the Subdivision.

· Indication of the type of water supply system(s) to be used in the Subdivision.

Public water supply, a written statement from the water company indicating there is adequate supply and pressure for both domestic use and fire protection for the subdivision and approving the plans for extensions where necessary.  

Private wells, provide evidence of adequate ground water supply and quality from a well driller or a geologist familiar with the area.

· Indication of the type of sewage disposal to be used in the Subdivision.

Public sewer, a written statement from the supervisor of the Pollution Control Facility stating that the facility and lines have the capacity to collect and treat the wastewater and approving plans for extensions where necessary

Subsurface wastewater disposal systems, provide test pit analyses, prepared by a Licensed Site Evaluator.   A map showing the location of all proposed systems shall be submitted.  (Form HHE 200)

· A written statement from the Fire Chief, stating approval of the location, type, height above grade; size of outlets; of fire hydrants (if any) and of any other proposed fire protection measures.

· A copy of the portion of the Somerset County Soil Survey covering the Subdivision.  If the soil survey shows soils which are generally unsuitable for the uses proposed, provide a High Intensity Soil Survey or a report by a Registered Soil Scientist or Registered Professional Engineer experienced in geotechnics, indicating the suitability of soil conditions for those uses.

· Copies of any permits required by Maine Department of Transportation, Maine Department of Environmental Protection, or the Army Corps of Engineers.

· A listing of names and mailing addresses of all property owners abutting the proposed subdivision, including those located across a street.

For a MAJOR SUBDIVISION, Preliminary Plan (pp. 7-8):
The PRELIMINARY PLAN, measuring no larger than 24 inches by 36 inches, containing the elements listed below.  Three full-sized copies on paper shall be submitted, together with seven copies reduced to 11 x 17.  The following elements shall be included on the Plan:

· Title Block, with the proposed name of the Subdivision, or identifying title, the name of the town, the date the Plan was prepared, north arrow, graphic map scale, names and address of the 
record owner, subdivider, and individual or company who prepared the Plan.

· A Location Map, showing adjoining and nearby roads and water bodies, preferably on a tax map base.

· A field survey of the boundary lines of the tract, giving complete descriptive data by bearing and distance, made and certified by a professional land surveyor.  The corners of the tract shall be located on the ground and marked by monuments.  Acreage of the tract shall be noted on the Plan.  The Plan shall indicate the type of monument set or found at each corner point.  The Plan shall be drawn at a scale not smaller than 1” = 100’, unless another scale is specified by the planning board.

· Names and Assessor’s map and lot number of all abutting land owners.

· Proposed lot lines showing bearing and distance of all straight lines, lengths or arcs, chords and radii of any curves, monuments located or to be located on all corners of each lot; and acreage of each lot.

· Contour lines at the interval specified by the Planning Board (five feet if not specified), showing elevations in relation to Mean Sea Level.
· The location on the tract of all existing buildings, water bodies, drainage ways, vegetative cover, and other essential existing physical features.
· If any portion of the Subdivision is in a flood‑prone area, the Plan shall show boundaries of any flood hazard area and the 100‑year flood elevation.

· If any portion of the Subdivision is in a shoreland zone, the Plan shall identify and show boundaries of any shoreland zoning districts.

· The Plan shall show size, type and location of street lights, electric and telephone lines, sewer and water services and other utilities designed to service the subdivision, including boundries of all easements and rights-of-way, existing or proposed, and the proposed alignment of any new roads, sidewalks, water or sewer lines, or other common facilities to be built.

· If on-site waste disposal is proposed, show the location on each lot of the soil test site.

· Identification of any parcels of land proposed as open space or parkland, or proposed to be dedicated to public use.

ATTACHMENTS to the PRELIMINARY PLAN shall include the following documents:

· Verification by the subdivider of right, title or interest in the property.

· A copy of the deed from which the survey was based and a legal description of the property if one is not included in the deed.  

· A copy of any covenants or deed restrictions proposed to cover all or part of the lots in the Subdivision.   A copy of all deed restrictions, easements, unmapped rights-of-way, or other encumbrances currently affecting the property.

· Indication of the type of water supply system(s) to be used in the Subdivision.

Public water supply, a written statement from the water company indicating there is adequate supply and pressure for both domestic use and fire protection for the subdivision.

Private wells, provide evidence of adequate ground water supply and quality from a well driller or a geologist familiar with the area.

· Indication of the type of sewage disposal to be used in the Subdivision.

Public sewer, a written statement from the supervisor of the Pollution Control Facility stating the facility and lines have the capacity to collect and treat the wastewater.

Subsurface wastewater disposal systems, provide test pit analyses, prepared by a Licensed Site Evaluator.   A map showing the location of all proposed systems shall be submitted.  (Form HHE 200)

· A copy of the portion of the Somerset County Soil Survey covering the Subdivision.  If the soil survey shows soils which are generally unsuitable for the uses proposed, provide a High Intensity Soil Survey or a report by a Registered Soil Scientist or Registered Professional Engineer experienced in geotechnics, indicating the suitability of soil conditions for those uses.

· A listing of names and mailing addresses of all property owners abutting the proposed subdivision, including those located across a street.

· An estimate of the amount and type of vehicular traffic expected to be generated.

· For subdivisions including forty or more parking spaces, or projected to generate more than 400 vehicle trips per day, a traffic impact analysis, prepared by a registered professional engineer, assessing the impact of new traffic on affected streets.

· A proposed form of performance guarantee for the construction of roads, sidewalks, sewer or water lines, or other public improvements.

· Written request for any waivers to subdivision standards, including reasons for the request.

For a MAJOR SUBDIVISION, Final Plan (pp. 9-10):
The FINAL PLAN, measuring no larger than 24 inches by 36 inches, containing the elements listed below.  The FINAL PLAN shall consist of one copy on a reproducible, stable-based transparent material and three copies on paper.  The following elements shall be included on the Plan:

· Title Block, with the name of the Subdivision or identifying title, the name of the town, the date the Plan was prepared, north arrow, graphic map scale, names and address of the 
record owner, subdivider, and individual or company who prepared the Plan.  The FINAL PLAN shall be signed and sealed by the professional land surveyor or registered professional engineer responsible for the plan.

· A field survey of the boundary lines of the tract, giving complete descriptive data by bearing and distance.  The corners of the tract shall be located on the ground and marked by monuments.  Acreage of the tract shall be noted on the Plan.  The Plan shall indicate the type of monument set or found at each corner point.  The Plan shall be drawn at a scale not smaller than 1” = 100’, unless another scale is specified by the planning board.

· Names and Assessor’s map and lot number of all abutting land owners.

· Proposed lot lines showing bearing and distance of all straight lines, lengths or arcs, chords and radii of any curves, types of monuments located or to be set on all corners of each lot; and acreage of each lot.

· If any portion of the Subdivision is in a flood‑prone area, the Plan shall show boundaries of any flood hazard area and the 100‑year flood elevation.

· If any portion of the Subdivision is in a shoreland zone, the Plan shall identify and show boundaries of any shoreland zoning districts.

· The location and size of existing and proposed sewers, water lines, culverts, or drainage ways on or adjacent to the tract.

· Location, names, and widths or existing and proposed streets, rights-of-way, building lines, parks, and open spaces.  Include size and location of any street lights, electric and telephone lines, and other utilities to be located within the subdivision.

· A listing of all conditions of approval of the preliminary plan, together with any waivers granted by the planning board.

· A signature block titled: “Approved Town of Skowhegan Planning Board” with a date line and seven signature lines.

ATTACHMENTS to the FINAL PLAN shall include the following documents:

· A Road Construction Plan, including data sufficient to determine compliance with Article 12 of the ordinance (street construction standards).  When improvements to existing public streets are proposed, the plan will show location and design details of those improvements.

· A Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control Plan

· A Stormwater Management Plan, prepared by a registered professional engineer using TR-55 or other accepted methodology.

· A listing of all parcels of land proposed to be dedicated to public use, and the conditions of dedication.  Written offers of cession to the Town of Skowhegan or other entity of all parcels proposed for dedication shall be reviewed by the Board of Selectmen prior to application.

· A listing of all construction items for public improvements (roads, water and sewer lines, fire protection facilities, etc.), with cost estimates and construction schedules.

· A properly executed Performance Guarantee.

· A written statement from the Water Company, indicating that the Company has reviewed and approved the design of any proposed water lines.

· A written statement from the Sewer District, indicating that the District has reviewed and approved the design of any proposed sewer lines.

· Copies of any permits required by Maine Department of Transportation, Maine Department of Environmental Protection, the Army Corps of Engineers, or other permitting entity.

· A written statement from the Fire Chief, stating approval of the location, type, height above grade; size of outlets; of fire hydrants (if any) and of any other proposed fire protection measures.

· Final versions of covenants or deed restriction, or articles of incorporation for a homeowner’s association.

· Other items as specified by the planning board in its preliminary review:
